“Spiritual Fitness”  

   With the weather improving, many of us are anticipating getting outdoors and being a 
little more active. We are thinking about where we will go for Spring Break or summer va-
cation and making plans accordingly. And after being cooped up all winter, we may even be 
thinking about getting some long-overdue exercise and shaping up for those occasions on 
which extra pounds will be all to obvious without these bulky sweaters on. 
   But aside from slimming down a bit, there are other benefits to getting more exercise. It 
is one of the ironies of human life that some of the work we do and the effort we put forth 
actually results in us being uplifted and energized to do even more. Doctors and fitness gu-
rus tell us that getting physical exercise makes us feel more energetic than if we sit around 
all day watching game shows and soap operas, or playing video games. The same is true of 
our spiritual lives as well. Some of what we do makes us truly weary. Listening to the news 
or getting a phone call with bad news can take the sap right out of us spiritually. Succumb-
ing to the lure of the world’s ways can leave us working like crazy and gaining very little. 
Indulging in behavior which is immediately gratifying but leads to the unraveling of fami-
lies, relationships and even life itself makes our existence a pain-filled drudgery. 
   Maybe that’s what Jesus was trying to convey when he told people, “Come to me, all you 
that are weary and are carrying heavy burdens, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon 
you, and learn from me; for I am gentle and humble in heart; and you will find rest for your 
souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.” (Matthew 11:28-30, New Revised Stan-
dard Version).
